The Canadian ISD Student Handbook is a general reference guide that is divided into two
sections:

Section One: Parental Rights describes certain parental rights as specified in state or federal
law.

Section Two: Other Important Information for Parents and Students is organized
alphabetically by topic. Where applicable, the topics are further organized by grade level.

Note:Unl ess otherwise noted, the term Aparento refer
granted some other type of lawful control of a student, or any other person who has agreed to
assume school-related responsibility for a student.

The Student Handbook is designed to align with law, board-adopted policy, and the Student
Code of Conduct, a board-adopted document intended to promote school safety and an
atmosphere for learning. The Student Handbook is not meant to be a complete statement of all
policies, procedures, or rules in any given circumstance.

In case of conflicts between board policy (including the Student Code of Conduct) and any
Student Handbook provision, the district will follow board policy and the Student Code of
Conduct.

Therefore, parents and students should become familiar with the Canadian ISD Student Code of
Conduct.

counseling options. The student will be referred to Darlene Walker. Mrs. Walker will notify parents

and provide them with mental health resources. The district has also established procedures for staff

A student under age 14 must have parental permiss

Attorney General and the State Board of Education (SBOE) to be incorporated into health

education classes.

Consent to Video or Audio Record a Student when Not Already Permitted by Law

State law permits the school to make a video or voice recording without parental permission
when it:

1 Relates to classroom instruction or a cocurricular or extracurricular activity,
1 Relates to media coverage of the school, or

Relates to the promotion of student safety as provided by law for a student receiving special
education services in certain settings.

In other circumstances, the district will seek written parental consent before making a video or
voice recording of a student.

Please note that parents and visitors to a classroom, both virtual and in person, may not
record video or audio or take photographs or other still images without permission from the
teacher or other school official.

Prohibiting the Use of Corporal Punishment

Corporal punishmentd spanking or paddling a studentd may be used as a discipline
management technique in accordance with the Student Code of Conduct and district policy
FO(LOCAL).

However, in accordance with law, the district may not administer corporal punishment if a
studentds parent submits a sigused, written statem

A parent who does not want corporal punishment administered to his or her child must return
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the form included in the forms packet OR submit a written statement to the campus principal
stating this decision. This signed statement must be submitted each school year. A parent may
revoke this prohibition at any time during the school year by providing a signed statement to
the campus principal.

Note:

1 District personnel may use discipline methods other than corporal punishment if a parent
requests that corporal punishment not be used.

1 If the district knows that a student is in temporary or permanent custody of the state (through
foster care, kinship care, or other arrangements), corporal punishment will not be
admi ni stered, even wh eorcaseiwakershasunat subnit@da signed e gi v e
statement prohibiting its use.

Limiting Electronic Communications between Students and District Employees

The district permits teachers and other approved employees to use electronic communications
with students within the scope of professional responsibilities, as described by district
guidelines.

For example, a teacher may create a social networking page for his or her class to relay
information regarding class work, homework, and tests. A parent is welcome to access such a
page.

However, text messages sent to an individual student are only allowed if a district employee with

responsibility for an extracurricular activity must communicate with a student participating in that
activity.

Theempl oyee is required to include his or her i mme:
recipients on all text messages.

A parent who does not want his or her child to receive one-to-one electronic communications
from a district employee should contact the campus principal.

A parent may inspect:

Reciting a Portion of the Declaration of Independence in Grades 31 12

State law designates the week of September 17 as Celebrate Freedom Week and requires all
social studies classes provide:

1 Instruction concerning the intent, meaning, and importance of the Declaration of
Independence and the U.S. Constitution, and

1 A specific recitation from the Declaration of Independence for students in grades 3i 12.

1 Per state law, a student may be excused from recitation of a portion of the Declaration of
Independence if:
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1 A parent provides a written statement requesting that his or her child be excused,
9 The district determines that the student has a conscientious objection to the recitation, or

1 Aparentis arepresentative of a foreign government to whom the U.S. government extends
diplomatic immunity.

Reciting the Pledges to the U.S. and Texas Flags

A parent may request that his or her child be excused from participation in the daily recitation of
the Pledge of Allegiance to the U.S. flag and the Pledge of Allegiance to the Texas flag. The
request must be made in writing.

State law, however, requires that all students participate in one minute of silence following
recitation of the pledges.

Religious or Moral Beliefs

A parent may remove his or her child temporarily from the classroom if a scheduled instructional
activity conflicts with the parentdés religious

The removal may not be used to avoid a test and may not extend for an entire semester.
Further, the student must satisfy grade-level and graduation requirements as determined by the
school and by state law.

Tutoring or Test Preparation

A teacher may determine that a student needs additional targeted assistance for the student to
achieve mastery in state-developed essential knowledge and skills based on:

T Informal observations,
1 Evaluative data such as grades earned on assignments or tests, or
1 Results from diagnostic assessments.

The school will always attempt to provide tutoring and strategies for test-taking in ways that
prevent removal from other instruction as much as possible.

In accordance with state law and policy EC, districts must obtain parental permission before
removing a student from a regularly scheduled class for remedial tutoring or test preparation for
more than ten percent of the days the class is offered.

Under state law, students with grades below 70 for a reporting period are required to attend
tutorial servicesd if the district offers these services.

Right of Access to Student Records, Curriculum Materials, and District
Records/Policies

Instructional Materials

A parent has the right to review teaching materials, textbooks, and other teaching aids and
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instructional materials used in the curriculum, and to examine tests that have been
administered whether instruction is delivered in person, virtually, or remotely.

A parent is also entitled to request that the school allow the student to take home instructional
materials the student uses. The school may ask the student to return the materials at the
beginning of the next school day.

A school must provide printed versions of electronic instructional materials to a student if the
student does not have reliable access to technology at home.

Notices of Certain Student Misconduct to Noncustodial Parent

A noncustodial parent may request in writing that he or she be provided, for the remainder of the

school year, a copy of any written notice usually
misconduct that may involve placement in a disciplinary alternative education program (DAEP)

or expulsion. [See the Student Code of Conduct and policy FO(LEGAL) for more information.]

Participation in Federally Required, State-Mandated, and District Assessments

Authorized Inspection and Use of Student Records

The Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA) affords parents and eligible students
certain rights regarding student education records.

1 Provide written consent before the school discloses personally identifiable information from
the studentds r ecor dsFERRAVaathonzes disclosure ithoue xt ent t hat
consent; and

1 File a complaint with the U.S. Department of Education concerning failures by the school to
comply with FERPA requirements.

Both FERPA and state laws safeguard student records from unauthorized inspection or use and
provide parents and eligible students certain rights of privacy.

A student or parent who is dissatisfied by the di
decision may appeal through policy FNG(LOCAL). The district will expedite local timelines,
when possible, for prompt dispute resolution.

A Student Who Has Learning Difficulties or Who Needs Special Education or Section 504
Services

For those students who are having difficulty in the regular classroom, all school districts must
consider tutorial, compensatory, and other academic or behavior support services that are
available to all students, including a process based on Response to Intervention (Rtl). The
implementation of Rtl has the potential to have a positive impact on the ability of districts to
meet the needs of all struggling students.

If a student is experiencing learning difficulties, his or her parent may contact the individuals
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|l i sted below to | earn about the school 6s overall
for support services.

This system links students to a variety of support options, including making a referral for a
special education evaluation or for a Section 504 evaluation to determine whether the student
needs specific aids, accommodations, or services. A parent may request an evaluation for
special education or Section 504 services at any time.

Special Education Referrals

If a parent makes a written request for an initial evaluation for special education services to the
director of special education services or to a district administrative employee of the school
district, the district must respond no later than 15 school days after receiving the request. At
that time, the district must give the parent prior written notice of whether it agrees or refuses to
evaluate the student, along with a copy of the Notice of Procedural Safeguards. If the district
agrees to evaluate the student, it must also give the parent the opportunity to give written
consent for the evaluation.

Note: A request for a special education evaluation may be made verbally; it does not need to be
made in writing. Districts must still comply with all federal prior-written notices and procedural
safeguard requirements as well as the requirements for identifying, locating, and evaluating
children who are suspected of having a disability and in need of special education. However, a
verbal request does not require the district to respond within the 15 school-day timeline.

| f the district decides to evaluate the student, |
ten

and evaluation report no later than 45 school days from the day it receivesapar e nt 6 s wr i t
consent. However, if the student is absent from school during the evaluation period for three or

more school days, the evaluation period will be extended by the number of school days equal to

the number of school days that the student is absent.

There is an exception to the 45-school-d ay t i mel i ne. I'f the district re
for the initial evaluation at least 35 but less than 45 school days before the last instructional day

of the school year, it must complete the written report and provide a copy of the report to the

parent by June 30 of that year. However, if the student is absent from school for three or more

days during the evaluation period, the June 30 due date no longer applies. Instead, the general

timeline of 45 school days plus extensions for absences of three or more days will apply.

Upon completing the evaluation, the district must give the parent a copy of the evaluation report

at no cost.

Notification to Parents of Intervention Strategies for Learning Difficulties Provided to
Students in General Education

In accordance with state law, the district will annually notify parents if their child receives
assistance for learning difficulties. Details of such assistance can include intervention strategies.
This notice is not intended for those students already enrolled in a special education program.

A Student Who Receives Special Education Services with Other School-Aged Children in
the Home

If a student is receiving special education services at a campus outside his or her attendance
Zone, state law permits the parent or guardian to request that other students residing in the
household be transferred to the same campusd if the grade level for the transferring student is
offered on that campus.

The student receiving special education services would be entitled to transportation; however,
the district is not required to provide transportation to other children in the household.

The parent or guardian should contact the school principal regarding transportation needs prior
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to requesting a transfer for other children in the home. [See policy FDB(LOCAL) for more
information.]

A Student Who Speaks a Primary Language Other than English

A student may be eligible to receive specialized support if his or her primary language is not
English, and the student has difficulty performing ordinary class work in English.

If the student qualifies for these services, the Language Proficiency Assessment Committee
(LPAC) will determine the types of services the student needs, including accommodations or
modifications related to classroom instruction, local assessments, and state-mandated
assessments.

A Student with Physical or Mental Impairments Protected under Section 504

A student with a physical or mental impairment that substantially limits a major life activity, as
defined by lawd and who does not otherwise qualify for special education servicesd may qualify
for protections under Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act.

Section 504 is a federal law designed to prohibit discrimination against individuals with
disabilities.

When an evaluation is requested, a committee will be formed to determine whether the student
needs services and supports under Section 504 in order to receive a free appropriate public
education (FAPE), as defined in federal law.

Compulsory Attendance
Ages 6118

State law requires that a student who is at least six years of age, or who is younger than six
years of age and has previously been enrolled in first grade, and who has not yet reached their
19th birthday, shall attend school, as well as any applicable accelerated instruction program,
extended-year program, or tutorial session, unless the student is otherwise excused from
attendance or legally exempt.
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A student will be required to attend any assigned accelerated instruction program before or after
school or during the summer if the student does not meet the passing standards on an applicable
subject area state assessment

Age 19 and Older

A student who voluntarily attends or enrolls after his or her 19th birthday is required to attend

each school day until the end of the school year. If the student incurs more than five unexcused
absences in a semester, the district may revoke t
presence on school property thereafter would be unauthorized and may be considered

trespassing. [See policy FEA for more information.]

Compulsory Attendance- Exemptions

Documentation after an Absence (All Grade Levels)

A parent must provide an explanation for any abse
school. The student must submit a note signed by the parent. The campus may accept a phone
call from the parent but reserves the right to require a written note.

A note signed by the student will not be accepted unless the student is an emancipated minor under
state law.

The campus will document in its attendance records whether the absence is excused or
unexcused.

Note: The district is not required to excuse any absence, even if the parent provides a note

Within 2 days of returning to school, a student absent for more than 5 consecutive days
because of a personal iliness must bring a statement from a doctor or health clinic verifying the
illness or condition that caused the absence. Otherwise, the absence may be considered
unexcused and in violation of compulsory attendance laws.

Should the student develop a questionable pattern of absences, the principal or attendance
committee may require a statement from a doctor or health clinic verifying the illness or
condition that caused the absence to determine whether an absence will be excused or
unexcused.

Certification of Absence Due to Severe lliness or Treatment

If a student is absent because of a serious or life-threatening illness or related treatment

t hat makes a studentbdés attendance infeasible, a p
physician |icensed to practice in Texas specifyin
period of absence related to the illness or treatment.

Tests/Exams

Students shall be permitted to take tests administered in any class missed because of
absence. Once again, students will be permitted up to one day for each day of absence
to prepare for the exam, unless the exam was previously assigned, and the student
was aware of the date of the exam and the material to be covered on the exam.

Projects

Teachers may assign a late penalty to any project turned in after the due date in
accordance with previously established guidelines approved by the principal and
disseminated to students.

Unexcused Absences

The District shall not impose a grade penalty for make-up work after an unexcused
absence, unless the work was previously assigned.

Suspension

The District shall not impose a grade penalty for make-up work after an absence
because of suspension, unless the work was previously assigned.

Driver License Attendance Verification (Secondary Grade Levels Only)

A currently enrolled student seeking a driverds |
Public Safety Verification of Enrollment and Attendance Form (VOE), signed by the parent, to

ADVANCED PLACEMENT COURSES

CMS provides students that meet specific, data-driven criteria, the opportunity to excel in
courses that prepare those students for higher level mathematics and science credits.
Selected students in 7" grade may take Pre-Algebra in preparation for taking Algebra I and
Integrated Physics and Chemistry (IPC) in the 8" grade for high school credit. This benefits
students in providing very challenging courses, as well as increasing their capability to enter
into higher level courses in high school.

All 6™ and 7™ grade students will be evaluated for admittance into the advanced placement
mathematics courses during the 6th six weeks period, including those 7" grade students that
have taken Pre-Algebra. Students who are taking Pre-Algebra must be re-evaluated for
admittance into the Algebra | course and are not automatically placed in the Algebra | course
based on previous acceptance in the 7" grade Pre-Algebra course.

Selection into the Algebra | course does not guarantee admittance into the IPC course.
NOTE: Students taking Algebra | and IPC shall be awarded five additional points to each
average when calculating eighth grade class ranking.

Selection Criteria for Algebra | and Pre-Algebra Courses
Selection of students for the Pre-Algebra and Algebra courses will be based on data that

indicates the studentés ability to perform at

success in these courses. Students will be selected based on the following data:
90% average or above in the previous mathematics course

Performance on STAAR Mathematics assessments
Performance on pre-assessment (given to 6" and 7" graders near the end of the school year).

Data will be collected and entered into a matrix for each student to determine eligibility.
Students taking the Algebra | course will be required to take the STAAR end-of-course (EOC)
for Algebra |. Satisfactory performance on the applicable assessment will be required for high
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school graduation and may also affect the plan under which the student may graduate.

Selection Criteria for Integrated Physics and Chemistry (IPC) Course
Integrated Physics and Chemistry (IPC) is a course of science instruction designed to teach
both the IPC curriculum and the curriculum required in grade 8 science. IPC prepares students
for advanced science courses in high school. The eighth-grade science curriculum will prepare
students for future, high school science courses and will be assessed by the Grade 8 STAAR
Science assessment. It is important to note that because students will be engaged in two
curriculums during the course, it is essential that students selected for the IPC course possess
strong algebra skills, great work ethic, and are academically prepared for a very challenging
and rigorous course of learning that integrates higher level math skills with higher level science.
Selection of students into the IPC course will be based on the following data-driven criteria:

90% or higher average in 7™" grade Science
Meet all requirements to be selected in Algebra |

Data will be collected and entered into a matrix for each student to determine eligibility.

ADVISORY/TUTORIAL PERIOD

The time period for the Advisory period is between 8:44-9:10 A.M. The Advisory period shall
be used to provide students a time for the following: tutorials, UIL academic practice, make-up
missing assignments, STAAR preparation, class or student meetings, Response to
Intervention, Gifted and Talented, Robotics and rewards.

Students will be assigned to an advisory teacher and classroom, to which they will report each
day. Teachers may request students to attend their advisory period and will provide the
student an Advisory Pass, which the student will give to their assigned teacher before attending
the class of the requesting teacher. Students are required to be present in their assigned
advisory class until they are released by the teacher. Once released, they are to report directly
to the requesting teacherds room.

Students are required to bring and work on assignments and/or read their AR books each day.

If a student believes that he or she has experienced bullying or withesses the bullying of another
student, the student or parent should notify a teacher, school counselor, principal, or another
district employee as soon as possible. Procedures for reporting allegations of bullying may be
found on the districtds website.

A student may anonymously report an alleged incident of bullying by completing and
submitting a form posted on the school webpage.

The administration will investigate any allegations of bullying and related misconduct. The
district will also provide notice to the parent of the alleged victim and the parent of the student
alleged to have engaged in bullying.

If an investigation determines that bullying occurred, the administration will take
appropriate disciplinary action and may, in certain circumstances, notify law
enforcement. Disciplinary or other action may be taken even if the conduct did not rise
to the level of bullying. The district will also contact the parents of the victim and of the
student who was found to have engaged in the bullying. Available counseling options
will be provided to these individuals, as well as to any students who have been
identified as withesses to the bullying.

Any retaliation against a student who reports an incident of bullying is prohibited.

Upon recommendation of the administration, the board may transfer a student found to have
engagedinbul  ying to another classroom at the campus.
parent, the board may transfer the student to another campus in the district.

The parent of a student who has been determined to be a victim of bullying may request that the
student be transferred to another classroom or campus within the district.

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The district has established a plan for addressing child sexual abuse, trafficking, and other
maltreatment of children, which may be accessed at www.canadianisd.net Trafficking includes
both sex and labor trafficking.

Warning Signs of Sexual Abuse

Sexual abuse in the Texas Family Code is defined
mental, emotional, or physical welfare as well as a failure to make a reasonable effort to prevent

sexual conduct with a child. A person who compels or encourages a child to engage in sexual

conduct commits abuse. It is illegal to make or possess child pornography or to display such

material to a child.

Anyone who suspects that a child has been or may be abused or neglected has a legal
responsibility, under state law, to report the suspected abuse or neglect to law enforcement or to
Child Protective Services (CPS).

A child who has been or is being sexually abused may exhibit physical, behavioral, or emotional
warning signs, including:

1 Difficulty sitting or walking, pain in the genital areas, and claims of stomachaches and
headaches;

91 Verbal references or pretend games of sexual activity between adults and children, fear of
being alone with adults of a particular gender, or sexually suggestive behavior; or

1 Withdrawal, depression, sleeping and eating disorders, and problems in school.

Be aware that children and adolescents who have experienced dating violence may show
similar physical, behavioral, and emotional warning signs. [See Dating Violence,
Discrimination, Harassment, and Retaliation on page 56.]

Warning Signs of Trafficking

Child trafficking of any sort is prohibited by the Penal Code. Sex trafficking involves forcing a
person, including a child, into sexual abuse, assault, indecency, prostitution, or pornography.
Labor trafficking involves forcing a person, including a child, to engage in forced labor or
services.

Traffickers are often tomuwily suthantientsseromantiopartners, c hi | d o6
family members, mentors, and coaches, although traffickers frequently make contact with
victims online.

Possible warning signs of sexual trafficking in children include:
1 Changes in school attendance, habits, friend groups, vocabulary, demeanor, and attitude;

1 Sudden appearance of expensive items (for example, manicures, designer clothes, purses,
technology);

Tattoos or branding;

Refillable gift cards;

Frequent runaway episodes;

Multiple phones or social media accounts;

Provocative pictures posted online or stored on the phone;

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Isolation from family, friends, and community; and

Older boyfriends or girlfriends.

Reporting and Responding to Sexual Abuse, Trafficking, and Other Maltreatment of
Children

Anyone who suspects that a child has been or may be abused, trafficked, or neglected has a
legal responsibility, under state law, to report the suspected abuse or neglect to law
enforcement or to Child Protective Services (CPS).

A child who has experienced sexual abuse or any other type of abuse or neglect should be
encouraged to seek out a trusted adult. Children may be more reluctant to disclose sexual
abuse than physical abuse and neglect and may only disclose sexual abuse indirectly. As a
parent or trusted adult, it is important to be calm and comforting if your child or another child
confides in you. Reassure the child that he or she did the right thing by telling you.

If your child is a victim of sexual abuse, trafficking, or other maltreatment, the school counselor
or principal will provide information on counseling options for you and your child available in
your area. The Texas Department of Family and Protective Services (DFPS) also manages early
intervention counseling programs.

To find out what services may be available in your county, see Texas Department of Family and
Protective Services, Programs Available in Your County.

Class Rank/Highest-Ranking Student (Secondary Grade Levels Only)
Top Ten

The top ten students in each grade shall be identified by averaging the grades in mathematics,
English language arts/reading (combined average if courses are separate), social studies, and
science. This honor shall be based on a one-year average for students in grades 6 and 7 and a
two-year average for students in grade 8. Five points shall be added to the Algebra | and IPC
averages when calculating middle school class rank. Students with the same grade point
average shall have the same class rank. [See policy EIC(LOCAL) for more information.]

Valedictorian and Salutatorian

The top two students in grade 8 shall receive these honors. Selection shall be based on the
grade 7 and grade 8 averages and shall be limited to students who have attended grade 7 and
grade 8 at the district middle school. Subjects used to determine the averages shall be
mathematics, English language arts/reading (combined average if courses are separate), social
studies, and science. Five points shall be added to the Algebra | and IPC average. [See policy
EIC(LOCAL) for more information.]

Class Schedules (Secondary Grade Levels Only)

All students are expected to attend school for the entire school day and maintain a class/course
schedule to fulfill each period of the day.

Conduct (All Grade Levels)
Applicability of School Rules

The board has adopted a Student Code of Conduct that defines standards of acceptable
behaviord on and off campus, during remote and in-person instruction, and on district
vehiclesd and outlines consequences for violation of these standards. The district has
disciplinary authority over a student in accordance with the Student Code of Conduct. Students
and parents should be familiar with the standards set out in the Student Code of Conduct, as
well as campus and classroom rules.

Campus Discipline Expectations

During summer instruction, the Student Handbook and Student Code of Conduct in place for the
school year immediately preceding the summer period shall apply, unless the district amends
either or both documents for the purposes of summer instruction.

1 During lunch periods in which a student is allowed to leave campus.

1 While a student is in attendance at any school-related activity, regardless of time or
location.

1 For any school-related misconduct, regardless of time or location. This includes
school social events to which a student brings a guest. Guests are expected to
observe the same rules as students attending the event, and the person inviting the
guest will share responsibility for the conduct of the guest. A student attending a
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social event will be asked to sign out when leaving before the end of the event;
anyone leaving before the official end of the event will not be readmitted.

1 When retaliation against a school employee or volunteer occurs or is threatened,
regardless of time or location.

1 When a student commits a felony, as described by Texas Education Code 37.006.

1 When criminal mischief is committed on or off school property or at a school-related
event.

In order for students to take advantage of available learning opportunities and to be
productive members of our campus community, each student is expected to:

Demonstrate courtesyd even when others do not.

Behave in a responsible manner, always exercising self-discipline.

Attend all classes, regularly and on time.

Prepare for each class; take appropriate materials and assignments to class.
Meet District or campus standards of grooming and dress.

Obey all campus and classroom rules.

Respect the rights and privileges of other students, teachers, and other District
staff.

Respect the property of others, including District property and facilities.
Cooperate with or assist the school staff in maintaining safety, order, and
discipline.

Deliveries

Except in emergencies, delivery of messages or packages to students will not be allowed during
instructional time. A parent may leave a message or a package, such as a forgotten lunch, for
the student to pick up from the front office during a passing period or lunch.

Disruption of School Operations

Disruption of school operations is not tolerated and may constitute a misdemeanor offense. As
identified by state law, disruptions include the following:

1 Interference with the movement of people at an exit, entrance, or hallway of a district
building without authorization from an administrator.
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1 Interference with an authorized activity by seizing control of all or part of a building.

1 Use of force, violence, or threats in an attempt to prevent participation in an authorized
assembly.

1 Use of force, violence, or threats to cause disruption during an assembly.
1 Interference with the movement of people at an exit or an entrance to district property.

1 Use of force, violence, or threats in an attempt to prevent people from entering or leaving
district property without authorization from an administrator.

Disruption of classes or other school activities while on or within 500 feet of district property
includes:

1 Making loud noises;

9 Trying to entice a student away from, or to prevent a student from attending, a required
class or activity; and

1 Entering a classroom without authorization and disrupting the activity with loud or profane
language or any misconduct.

Interference with the transportation of students in vehicles owned or operated by the district is
also considered a disruption.

Social Events

School rules apply to all school social events. Guests attending these events are expected to
observe the same rules as students, and a student inviting a guest will share responsibility for
the conduct of his or her guest.

A student attending a social event will be asked to sign out when leaving before the end of the
event and will not be readmitted.

A parent interested in serving as a chaperone for any school social events should contact the
campus principal.

Counseling
The district has a comprehensive school counseling program that includes:

1 Aguidance curriculum to help students develop their full educational potential, including the
student's interests and career objectives;

1 Aresponsive services component to intervene on behalf of any student whose immediate
personal concerns or problems put the student's continued educational, career, personal, or
social development at risk;

1 An individual planning system to guide a student as the student plans, monitors, and
manages the student's own educational, career, personal, and social development; and

1 Systems to support the efforts of teachers, staff, parents, and other members of the
community in promoting the educational, career, personal, and social development of
students.

The district will make a preview of the program, including all materials and curriculum, available
to parents to review during school hours.

Academic Counseling
Elementary and Middle/Junior High School Grade Levels
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The school counselor will provide information to students and parents to talk about colleges
and university admissions and the importance of planning for postsecondary education,
including appropriate courses to consider and financial aid availability and requirements.
Students in grade 8 will be provided instruction related to preparation of students for high
school, college and career. The instruction will be provided during the technology application
course in coordination with the school counselor. Students will receive information pertaining
to the creation of a personal graduation plan, the distinguished level of achievement under the
foundation program and each endorsement, college readiness standards, as well as potential
career choices and the education needed to enter those careers.

Personal Counseling (All Grade Levels)

The school counselor is available to assist students with a wide range of personal, social, and
family concerns, including emotional or mental health issues and substance abuse. A student
who wishes to meet with the school counselor should call or email Darlene Walker at

Course Credit (Secondary Grade Levels Only)

A student at any grade level enrolled in a high school course will earn credit for the course only

if the final grade is 70 or above. For a two-part (two-semester,1-cr edi t cour se) ,
grades from both halves (semesters) will be averaged and credit will be awarded if the

combined average is 70 or above. Ifthe s t u d eombided average is less than 70, the student
will be awarded credit only for the half (semester) with the passing grade.

Credit by Examinationd If a Student Has Taken the Course/Subject (Grades 671 12)

A student who has previously taken a course or subject but did not receive credit or a final grade
for it may, in circumstances determined by the principal or attendance committee, be permitted
to earn credit or a final grade by passing
trustees on the essential knowledge and skills defined for that course or subject.

Examples of prior instruction include incomplete coursework due to a failed course or excessive
absences, homeschooling, or coursework by a student transferring from a nonaccredited
school. The opportunity to earn credit by examination after the student has had prior instruction
is sometimes referred to as fAcredit recover

The attendance review committee may also offer a student with excessive absences an
opportunity to earn credit for a course by passing an examination.

If a student is granted approval to take an examination for credit, the student must score at least
70 on the examination to receive credit for the course or subject.

Credit by Examination for Advancement/Accelerationd If a Student Has Not Taken
the Course/Subject

A student will be permitted to earn credit by examination for an academic course or subject area
for which the student had no prior instruction for advancement or to accelerate to the next grade
level.

website. A student may take a specific examination only once per testing window.

The only exceptions to the published testing windows will be for examinations administered by
another entity or to accommodate a student experiencing homelessness or a student involved in
the foster care system.

When another entity administers an examination, the student and the district must comply with
the testing schedule of the other entity.

If a student plans to take an examination, the student or parent must register with the school
counselor no later than 30 days prior to the scheduled testing date. [See policy EHDC for more
information.]

Students in Grades 6112

A student in grade 6 or above is eligible to earn course credit with;
1 A passing score of at least 80 on an examination approved by the board; or

1 Ascaled score of 50 or higher on an examination administered through the College Level
Examination Program (CLEP), or

1 A score of 3 or higher on an AP examination, asapplicable.

A student may take an examination to earn high school course credit no more than twice. If a

student fails to achieve the designated score on the applicable exam before the beginning of the

school year in which the student would need to en|
high school course sequence, the student must complete the course.

Dating Violence, Discrimination, Harassment, and Retaliation (All Grade Levels)

Students learn best, and their welfare is best served, in a school environment that is free from
dating violence, discrimination, harassment, and retaliation.

Students are expected to treat peers and district employees with courtesy and respect, avoid
offensive behaviors, and stop those behaviors as directed. District employees are likewise
expected to treat students with courtesy and respect.

The board has established policies and procedures to prohibit and promptly address

i nappropriate and offensive behaviors that are ba:
gender, national origin, disability, age, or any other basis prohibited by law. A copy of the

districtdos policy is available in the principal s
www.canadianisd.net . [See policy FFH for more information.]

Dating Violence

Dating violence occurs when a person in a current or past dating relationship uses physical,
sexual, verbal, or emotional abuse to harm, threaten, intimidate, or control the other person in

the relationship or any querntpatnbre Thisé¢ypeofocondustispast or s |
considered harassment i f it i's so sever e, persi st
to participate in or benefit from an educational program or activity; creates an intimidating,

threatening, hostile, or offensive educational environment; or substantially interferes with the

student s academic performance.

Examples of dating violence against a student may include, but are not limited to:
1 Physical or sexual assaults;
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Name-calling;
Put-downs;

Threats to hurt the student, the s t u d damily iembers, or membersofthest udent 6 s
household;

Destroying property belonging to the student;

Threats to commit suicide or homicide if the student ends the relationship;
Threatstoharmast udent 6 s pastpadgner, current dating
Attempts to isolate the student from friends and family;

Stalking; or

Encouraging others to engage in these behaviors.

Discrimination

Discrimination is defined as any conduct directed at a student on the basis of race, color,
religion, sex, gender, national origin, disability, age, or any other basis prohibited by law that
negatively affects the student.

Harassment

Harassment, in general terms, is conduct so severe, persistent, or pervasive that it affects a
studentdéds ability to participate in or benefit
intimidating, threatening, hostile, or offensive educational environment; or substantially

Examples of harassment may include, but are not limited to:

Offensive or derogatory language directed atap e r s eeligidus beliefs or practices,
accent, skin color, or need for accommodation;

Threatening, intimidating, or humiliating conduct;

Graffiti or printed material promoting racial, ethnic, or other negative stereotypes; or

Other kinds of aggressive conduct such as theft or damage to property.

Sexual Harassment and Gender-Based Harassment

Sexual harassment and gender-based harassment of a student by an employee, volunteer, or
another student are prohibited.

Examples of sexual harassment may include, but are not limited to:

Sexual harassment of a student by an employee or volunteer does not include necessary or

permissible physical contact that a reasonable person would not construe as sexual in nature,

such as comfortingac hi I d with a hug or taking the childds h
other inappropriate social relationships between students and district employees are prohibited,

even if consensual.

Gender-based harassment includes physical, verbal, or nonverbalc onduct based on a s
gender, the studentds expression of characteristi
gender, or the studentés failure to conform to st

Gender-based harassmentcanocc ur regardless of the studentds or
perceived sexual orientation or gender identity. Examples of gender-based harassment directed
against a student may include, but are not limited to:

i Offensive jokes, name-calling, slurs, or rumors;

1 Physical aggression or assault;

9 Threatening or intimidating conduct; or

1 Other kinds of aggressive conduct such as theft or damage to property.

Retaliation

Retaliation against a person who makes a good-faith report or participates in an investigation of
discrimination, harassment, or dating violence is prohibited. A person who makes a false claim,
offers false statements, or refuses to cooperate with a district investigation, however, may be
subject to appropriate discipline.

Examples of retaliation may include threats, rumor spreading, ostracism, assault, destruction of
property, unjustified punishments, or unwarranted grade reductions. Unlawful retaliation does
not include petty slights or annoyances.

Reporting Procedures

Any student who believes that he or she has experienced dating violence, discrimination,

harassment, or retaliation should immediately report the problem to a teacher, school counselor,
principal, or other district employee. The report
policy FFH(LOCAL) and (EXHIBIT) for other appropriate district officials to whom to make a

report.]

Upon receiving a report, the district will determine whether the allegations, if proven, constitute
prohibited conduct as defined by policy FFH. If not, the district will refer to policy FFI to

determine whether the allegations, if proven, constitute bullying, as defined by law and policy
FFI. If the alleged prohibited conduct also meets the statutory and policy definitions for bullying,
an investigation of bullying will also be conducted. [See Bullying on page 42]

The district will promptly notify the parent of any student alleged to have experienced prohibited
conduct involving an adult associated with the district. In the event alleged prohibited conduct
involves another student, the district will notify the parent of the student alleged to have
experienced the prohibited conduct when the allegations, if proven, would constitute a violation
as defined by policy FFH.

Investigation of Report
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Allegations of prohibited conduct, which includes dating violence, discrimination, harassment,
and retaliation, will be promptly investigated.

To the extent possible, the district will respect the privacy of the student. However, limited
disclosures may be necessary to conduct a thorough investigation and comply with law.

If a law enforcement or other regulatory agency notifies the district that it is investigating the
matter and requests that the district delay its investigation, the district will resume its
investigation at the conclusion of the agencyds i

During the course of an investigation and when appropriate, the district will take interim action to
address the alleged prohibited conduct.

I f the districtés i rohibitedconduct occuored, appropriate distiplinary t hat p
action and, in some cases, corrective action will be taken to address the conduct. The district
may take disciplinary and corrective action even if the conduct was not unlawful.

All involved parties will be notified of the outcome of the district investigation within the
parameters and limits allowed under the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA).

A student or parent who is dissatisfied with the outcome of the investigation may appeal in
accordance with policy FNG(LOCAL).

Discrimination

Distance Learning (All Grade Levels)

Distance learning and correspondence courses include courses that encompass the state-
required essential knowledge and skills but are taught through multiple technologies and
alternative methodologies such as mail, satellite, internet, video-conferencing, and instructional
television.

The distance learning opportunities that the district makes available to district students are
Drew Daniel and Darlene Walker.

If a student wishes to enroll in a correspondence course or a distance learning course that is not
provided through the Texas Virtual School Network (TXVSN), as described below, to earn credit
in a course or subject, the student must receive permission from the principal prior to enrolling in
the course or subject. If the student does not receive prior approval, the district may not
recognize and apply the course or subject toward graduation requirements or subject mastery.

Texas Virtual School Network (TXVSN) (Secondary Grade Levels)

The Texas Virtual School Network (TXVSN) has been established by the state as one method of
distance learning. A student has the option, with certain limitations, to enroll in a course offered
through the TXVSN to earn course credit for graduation.

Depending on the TXVSN course in which a student enrolls, the course may be subject to the
Ano pass, no [EkteguriculauActvities, Clubs, and Organizations on page
68.] In addition, a student who enrolls in a TXVSN course for which an end-of-course (EOC)
assessment is required must still take the corresponding EOC assessment.

A parent may ask questions or request that their child be enrolled in a TXVSN course by
contacting the school counselor. Unless an exception is made by the principal, a student will not
be allowed to enroll in a TXVSN course if the school offers the same or a similar course.

A copy of policy EHDE addressing distance learning will be distributed to parents of middle and
high school students at least once each year. If you do not receive a copy or have questions
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about this policy, please contact the counselor.

Distribution of Literature, Published Materials, or Other Documents (All Grade
Levels)

School Materials

Publications prepared by and for the school may be posted or distributed, with the prior approval
of the principal, sponsor, or teacher. Such items may include school posters, newspapers,
yearbooks, brochures, flyers, etc.

The yearbook, The Beargrass, are available to students.

All school publications are under the supervision of a teacher, sponsor, and the principal.

Non-school Materials
From Students

Students must obtain prior approval from the principal before selling, posting, circulating, or
distributing more than twenty copies of written or printed materials, handbills, photographs,
pictures, films, tapes, or other visual or auditory materials that were not developed under the
oversight of the school. To be considered, any non-school material must include the name of the
sponsoring person or organization. Approval will be granted or denied within two school days.

The principal has designated specific locations within the school building for approved
non- school materials to be placed for voluntary viewing or collection by students. [See
policies FNAA(LOCAL).]

A student may appeal a decision in accordance with policy FNG(LOCAL). Any student who
sells, posts, circulates, or distributes non-school material without prior approval will be subject to
disciplinary action in accordance with the Student Code of Conduct. Materials displayed without
approval will be removed.

[See policy FNG(LOCAL) for student complaint procedures.]
From Others

No person or group will sell, circulate, distribute, or post on any district premises written or
printed materials, handbills, photographs, pictures, films, tapes, or other visual or auditory
materials that is not sponsored by the district or by a district-affiliated school-support
organization, except as permitted by policy GKDA.

To be considered for distribution, any non-school material must meet the limitations on content
established in the policy, include the hame of the sponsoring person or organization, and be
submitted to the principal for prior review. The principal will approve or reject the materials within
two school days of the time the materials are received. The requestor may appeal a rejection in
accordance with the appropriate district complaint policy. [See policies DGBA or GF for more
information.]

The principal has designated the office as the location for approved non-school materials to be
placed for voluntary viewing or collection.

Prior review will not be required for:
9 Distribution of materials by an attendee to other attendees of a school-sponsored meeting
intended for adults and held after school hours.

9 Distribution of materials by an attendee to other attendees of a community group meeting
held after school hours in accordance with policy GKD(LOCAL) or a noncurriculum-related
student group meeting held in accordance with policy FNAB(LOCAL).

9 Distribution for electioneering purposes during the time a school facility is being used as a
polling place, in accordance with state law.

All non-school materials distributed under these circumstances must be removed from district
property immediately following the event at which the materials are distributed.

Dress and Grooming (All Grade Levels)

The districtbds dress code teaches grooming an
safety hazards and maintains a positive learning climate.

It is the belief of the administration and faculty that appropriate dress and grooming are

essential in developing and maintaining an attitude and atmosphere conducive to

learning on the part of the students in school. Therefore, students should be

encouraged to take pride in their personal appearance. Students will be dressed and

groomed in a manner that is clean, neat, safe, modest, and educationally non-

di sruptive. The District prohibits any cl othi
may reasonably be expected to cause disruption of or interference with normal school

operations. Students are expected to adhere to the school dress code while attending
school-related or school-sponsored trips or activities, while traveling to and from school-

related events, or while wearing a school uniform. Some extra-curricular sponsors may

require adherencetoastr i ct er code. Students and parents
personal dress and grooming standards, provided that they comply with the following:

General Guidelines

1 Clothing and accessories should be designed, constructed, and worn in a
manner that is not suggestive or indecent, and will promote proper decorum in
school.

1 The District prohibits pictures, emblems, or writings on clothing or tattoos that are
lewd, offensive, vulgar, or obscene, or that are known to be gang related
identifiers or logos, or that depict controlled substances including alcoholic
beverages or tobacco products.

1 Pants must be worn at waist level. Undergarments must not be exposed at any
time. No sagging.

1 Sunglasses may not be worn in the building unless prescribed by a doctor and
approved by the principal.

1 No visible body or facial piercing is allowed while at school or while representing

the school in any capacity.

Hats, caps, dew rags, or other head coverings may not be worn in the building.

Trench coats, or other large bulky coats that extend past the knees, are not

allowed.

1 Pants should not have rips, tears, or holes that exposes the skin above the
fingertips.

1 Students may wear opaque tights if the top garment (blouse, t-shirt, dress,

etc.) covers private areas at all times.

91 Dresses, skirts, and shorts shall be of such length that is appropriate for school.

Dresses, skirts, and shorts shall extend below the fingertips when the arms are
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relaxed at the side.

1 No halter tops, tops that expose the midriff, low-cut tops, tank tops, or tank top
sundresses shall be worn. Sleeveless shirts must have straps that are at least 2
inches wide.

Hair

9 Hair shall be clean, neat, and appropriately trimmed. Hair must not be a
disruption to the learning process. No exotic hair coloring shall be permitted,
for example, hair colored pink, blue, green, etc.

No Mohawks or designs cut into the hair are allowed.

Hair must be kept out of the eyes.

No sideburns below the ear lobe, no beards, mutton chops, or mustaches shall
be permitted for male students. Students are expected to shave frequently
enough to avoid looking as though they need to shave.

Electronic Devices and Technology Resources (All Grade Levels)

Possession and Use of Personal Telecommunications Devices, Including Cell Phones,
and Other Electronic Devices

The district permits students to possess personal cell phones for safety purposes; however,
these devices must remain turned off during the instructional day, including during all testing,
unless they are being used for approved instructional purposes. [For graphing calculator
applications on computing devices, see Textbooks, Electronic Textbooks, Technological
Equipment, and Other Instructional Materials on page 100.]

A student must have approval to possess other personal telecommunications devices on campus
such as laptops, tablets, or other portable computers.

Wit hout such permission, teachers will collect th
The principal will determine whether to return items to students at the end of the day or to
contact parents to pick up the items.

The use of cell phones or any device capable of capturing images is strictly prohibited in locker
rooms or restroom areas while at school or at a school-related or school-sponsored event.

All student telecommunication devises must be held in the designated holder when entering into
a classroom until class is over. No student should have his or her devise at their desk. The
principal can give special permission for instructional purposes.

If a student uses a telecommunications device without authorization during the school
day, the following actions will be taken:

First violation T cell phone will be confiscated and returned to a parent or guardian at the end of
the school week (at the end of the school day on the last day of the school week).

Second violation T cell phone will be confiscated and returned to a parent or guardian at the end
of the last school day of that six weeks grading period and a fee of $15 will be charged.

Third violation 7 cell phone will be confiscated and returned to a parent or guardian at the end of
the last school day of the school year and a fee of $15 will be charged.

Confiscated telecommunications devices that are n
parent will be disposed of after the notice required by law. [See policy FNCE for more

device may be searched by authorized personnel. [See Searches on page 86 and policy FNF
for more information.]

Any disciplinary action will be in accordance with the Student Code of Conduct. The district is
not responsible for damaged, lost, or stolen telecommunications devices.

Instructional Use of Personal Telecommunications and Other Electronic Devices

Students must obtain prior approval to use personal telecommunications or other personal
electronic devices for instructional purposes while on campus. Students must also sign a user
agreement that contains applicable rules for use (separate from this handbook).

All personal devices must be turned off during the instructional day when not in use for
approved instructional purposes. Violations of the user agreement may result in withdrawal of
privileges and other disciplinary action.

Acceptable Use of District Technology Resources

District-owned technology resources may be issued to individual students for instructional

purposes. Use of the districtdéds network systems a
purposes only. Students and parents will be asked to sign a user agreement (separate from this

handbook) regarding use of these district resources. Violations of the user agreement may

result in withdrawal of privileges and other disciplinary action.

Unacceptable and Inappropriate Use of Technology Resources

Students are prohibited from possessing, sending, forwarding, posting, accessing, or displaying

electronic messages that are abusive, obscene, sexually oriented, threatening, harassing,
damagingtoanot her 6s reputation, or illegal. This prohi
property, whether on district-owned or personally owned equipment, if it results in a substantial

disruption to the educational environment.

Any person taking, disseminating, transferring, possessing, or sharing obscene, sexually
oriented, lewd, or otherwise illegal images or other contentd commonly referred to as

i s e x & wilhbg disciplined in accordance with the Student Code of Conduct, may be required
to complete an educational program related to the dangers of this type of behavior, and, in
certain circumstances, may be reported to law enforcement.

This type of behavior may constitute bullying or harassment, as well as impede future
endeavors of a student. We encourage parents to review with their child the "Before You Text"
Sexting Prevention Course, a state-developed program that addresses the consequences of
sexting.

Any student who engages in conduct tputarsecurigsul t s i
will be disciplined in accordance with the Student Code of Conduct. In some cases, the
consequence may be expulsion.

Electronic Devices

Use of district-owned equipment and its network systems is not private and will be
monitored by the district. [See policy CQ for more information.]

Any searches of personal telecommunications or other personal electronic devices will
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be conducted in accordance with law, and the device may be confiscated in order to
perform a lawful search. A confiscated device may be turned over to law enforcement to
determine whether a crime has been committed.

[See policy FNF(LEGAL) for more information.]

End-of-Course (EOC) Assessments

END OF YEAR TRIP/PARTY

As a reward to students, CMS makes every effort to provide an End-of-Year Trip or Party for
our students. Students attending the event are required to follow all standards of conduct as
outlined in the Student Code of Conduct and this handbook.

Students that have been assigned out of school suspension (OSS), DAEP, or expulsion during
the current school year may be denied the privilege to attend any end-of-year trips or parties
that are planned.

At the discretion of the principal, a student may be denied the privilege of attending the end of
year event based on the following:

1 Excessive tardies or absences
Student is assigned to ISS on the same days as the planned event
Student has served 5 or more days in ISS during the school year

English Learners (All Grade Levels)

A student who is an English learner is entitled to receive specialized services from the district. A

Language Proficiency Assessment Committee (LPAC), consisting of both district personnel and

at least one parent representative, will determine whether the student qualifies for services. The
studentdéds parent must consent to any services rec:
the receipt of parental consent or denial of services, an eligible student will receive the services

to which the student is entitled and eligible.

To determine a studentédés | evel of proficiency in |
variety of assessments. If the student qualifies for services, and once a level of proficiency has

been established, the LPAC will designate instructional accommodations or additional special

programs that the student will require to eventually become proficient at grade level work in

English. Ongoing assessments willbeconduct ed t o deter mine a studentos
for the program.

The LPAC will also determine whether certain accommodations are necessary for any state-

mandated assessments. The STAAR Spanish, as mentioned at Standardized Testing on page

98, may be administered to an English learner up to grade 5. In limited circumstances, a

studentdéds LPAC may exempt the st umandated fr om an ot h
assessment or may waive certain graduation requirements related to the English | end-of-

course (EOC) assessment. The Texas English Language Proficiency Assessment System

(TELPAS) will also be administered to English learners who qualify for services.

If a student is considered an English learner and receives special education services because of
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aqualf ying disability, the studentds ARD committee |\
decisions in conjunction with the LPAC.

Extracurricular Activities, Clubs, and Organizations (All Grade Levels)

Participation in school-sponsored activities is an excellent way for a student to develop talents,
receive individual recognition, and build strong friendships.

Some extracurricular activities may include off-campus events. Students are required to use
transportation provided by the district to and from the events. Exceptions may only be made
with the approval odponsoh[Seedrartspovtatibnyod paged@d ch or

Eligibility for many of these activities is governed by state law and the rules of the University
Interscholastic League (UIL), a statewide association overseeing interdistrict competition. If a
student is involved in an academic, athletic, or music activity governed by UIL, the student and
parent are expected to know and follow all rules of the UIL organization. Students and parents
can access the UIL Parent Information Manual at UIL Parent Information Manual. A hard copy
can be provided by the coach or sponsor of the activity on request.

Toreport alleged noncompliance with required safety training or an alleged violation of safety
rules required by law and the UIL, please contact the curriculum division of TEA at (512) 463-
9581 or curriculum@tea.texas.gov.

[See UIL Texas for additional information on all UIL-governed activities.]

Generally, a student who receives a grade below 70 at the end of a grading period in any
academic class may not participate in extracurricular activities for at least three school weeks.

However, if a student receives a grade below 70 at the end of a grading period in an Advanced
Placement (AP) or International Baccalaureate (IB) course, or an honors or dual credit course in
English language arts, mathematics, science, social studies, economics, or languages other
than English, the student remains eligible for participation in all extracurricular activities.

If a student is enrolled in a state-approved course that requires demonstration of the mastery of
an essential knowledge and skills in public performance and the student receives a grade below
70 in any course at the end of the grading period, the student may patrticipate in a performance
so long as the general public is invited.

In addition, the following applies to all extracurricular activities:

1 Astudent who receives special education services and who fails to meet the standards in
the individualized education program (IEP) may not participate for at least three school
weeks.

1 Anineligible student may practice or rehearse but may not participate in any competitive
activity.

9 An absence for participation in an activity that has not been approved will be considered an
unexcused absence.

Standards of Behavior

Sponsors of student clubs and performing groups such as the band, choir, and drill and athletic

teams may establish standards of behaviord including consequences for misbehaviord that are

stricter than those for students in general. If a violation is also a violation of school rules, the

consequences specified by the Student Code of Conduct or by board policy will apply in addition

to any consequences specified by the organizati on:

Offices and Elections
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Certain clubs, organizations, and performing groups will hold elections for student officers.
Fees (All Grade Levels)

Basic educational program materials are provided at no charge to a student. However, a student
is expected to provide his or her own supplies, such as pencils, paper, erasers, and notebooks.
A student may also be required to pay certain other costs, fees, or deposits, including:

1 Materials for a class project that the student will keep.
Membership dues in voluntary clubs or student organizations.
Admission fees to extracurricular activities.

1 Parking fees and student identification cards.

Any required fee or deposit may be waived if the student and parent are unable to pay.

Fundraising (All Grade Levels)

Student groups or classes and/or parent groups may be permitted to conduct fundraising drives
for approved school purposes in accordance with administrative regulations. [See policies FJ
and GE for more information.]

Gang-Free Zones (All Grade Levels)

Certain criminal offenses, including gang-related crimes, will be enhanced to the next-highest
category of offense if they are committed in a gang-free zone. Gang-free zones include a school
bus and any location in, on, or within 1,000 feet of any district-owned or leased property or
campus playground.

Grading Guidelines (All Grade Levels)

Approved grading guidelines for each grade level or course will be communicated to students
and their parents by the classroom teacher. These guidelines establish:
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Grading guidelines for each grade level or course will be communicated and distributed

to students and their parents by the classroom teacher. These guidelines have been

reviewed by each applicable curriculum department and have been approved by the

campus principal. These guidelines establish the minimum number of assignments,

projects, and examinations required for each grading period. In addition, these

gudel i nes establish how the studentds mastery
communicated (i.e., letter grades, numerical averages,

checklist of required skills, etc.). Grading guidelines also outline in what circumstances
a student will be allowed to redo an assignment or retake an examination for which the
student originally made a failing grade. Procedures for a student to follow after an
absence will also be addressed.

In grades 9-12, achievement is reported to parents as six weeks reports. Teachers are
responsible for determining student grades. Grades are to reflect and document the
percentage of mastery of the Texas Essential Knowledge and Skills (TEKS) required in
each course. Grades will be numerical with a 70 or higher being a passing grade and a
69 or lower being a failing grade. Teachers may determine the method to be used in
their class in calculating the six weeks grades by weighting daily work, book reports,
homework, term papers, lab assignments, tests, projects, etc. The semester average
will be determined by averaging the three six weeks grades and the semester
examination with the semester examination counting 15% (fifteen percent) of the
semester grade. The two semester grades in courses that are taken for the entire
school year will be averaged to determine a grade for the year and credit for the course
is determined on the final average for the year. However, if the school year average is
failing but one semester grade is passing, th

course. State law provides that a test or course grade issued by a teacher cannot be

changed unless the Board determines that the grade was arbitrary or contains an error,

or the teacher did not follow the Districtos
subject to appeal.

Hazing (All Grade Levels)

Hazing is defined as an intentional, knowing, or reckless act, on or off campus, by one person
alone or acting with others, directed against a student for the purpose of pledging, initiation into,
affiliation with, holding office in, or maintaining membership in a student organization if the act
meets the elements in Education Code 37.151, including:

1 Any type of physical brutality;

1 An activity that subjects the student to an unreasonable risk of harm or that adversely affects

the studentds mental or gebrivagioncerpbsurb te thed elements,s uc h a s
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confinement to small spaces, calisthenics, or consumption of food, liquids, drugs, or other
substances;

1 An activity that induces, causes, or requires the student to perform a duty or task that
violates the Penal Code; and

1 Coercing a student to consume a drug or alcoholic beverage in an amount that would lead a
reasonable person to believe the student is intoxicated.

The district will not tolerate hazing. Disciplinary consequences for hazing will be in accordance
with the Student Code of Conduct. It is a criminal offense if a person engages in hazing; solicits,
encourages, directs, aids, or attempts to aid another in hazing; or has firsthand knowledge of an
incident of hazing being planned or having occurred and fails to report this to the principal or
superintendent.

Healthd Physical and Mental
lliness (All Grade Levels)

When your child is ill, please contact the school to let us know he or she will not be attending
that day.

State rules require schools to exclude students with certain illnesses from school for certain
periods of time. For example, if a child has a fever over 100 degrees, he or she must stay out of
school until fever-free for 24 hours without use of fever-reducing medications. Students with
diarrheal illnesses must stay home until they are diarrhea-free without use of diarrhea-
suppressing medications for 24 hours.

A parent should contact the school nurse if a student has been diagnosed with COVID-19 or
may have COVID-19.

A full list of conditions for which the school must exclude children can be obtained from the
school nurse.

If a student becomes ill during the school day, and the school nurse determines that the child
should go home, the nurse will contact the parent.

The district is required to report certain contagious (communicable) diseases or illnesses to the
Texas Department of State Health Services (TDSHS) or our local/regional health authority. The
school nurse can provide information from TDSHS on these notifiable conditions.

The school nurse is available to answer any questions for parents who are concerned about
whether or not their child should stay home.

Immunization (All Grade Levels)

A student must be fully immunized against certain diseases or must present a certificate or
statement that, for medical reasons or reasons of conscience, including a religious belief, the
student will not be immunized.

For exemptions based on reasons of conscience, only official forms issued by the Texas
Department of State Health Services (DSHS), Immunization Branch, can be honored by the
district. This form may be obtained online at Affidavit Request for Exemption from Immunization
or by writing the DSHS Immunization Branch (MC 1946), P.O. Box 149347, Austin, Texas
78714-9347; or. The form must be notarized and submitted to the principal or school nurse
within 90 days of notarization. If the parent is seeking an exemption for more than one student
in the family, a separate form must be provided for each student.

opinion, the immunization required is medically contraindicated or poses a significant risk to the
healthandwel-kbei ng of the student or a member of the st
certificate must be renewed yearly unless the physician specifies a lifelong condition.

As noted at Bacterial Meningitis on page 83, entering college students must also, with limited
exception, furnish evidence of having received a bacterial meningitis vaccination within the five
years prior to enrolling in and attending classes at an institution of higher education. A student
wanting to enroll in a dual credit course taken off campus may be subject to this or other
vaccination requirements.

Food Allergies (All Grade Levels)

The district requests to be notified when a student has been diagnosed with a food allergy,
especially those allergies that could result in dangerous or possibly life-threatening reactions
either by inhalation, ingestion, or skin contact with the particular food.

Head lice is very common among children. Although not an iliness or a disease, it spreads
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easily through head-to-head contact during play, sports, nap time, and when children share
things like brushes, combs, hats, and headphones.

The district does not require or recommend that students be removed from school because
of lice or nits.

If careful observation indicates that a student has head lice, the school nurse will contact the
student 6s parent t tanusingsac RDA-appraved medicatedsiegampoo qr
cream rinse that may be purchased from any drug or grocery store. After the student undergoes
one treatment, the parent should contact the school nurse to discuss the treatment used. The
nurse can also offer

additional recommendations, including subsequent treatments, how best to get rid of lice, and
how to prevent lice from returning.

The district will provide notice to parents of elementary school students in an affected
classroom without identifying the student with lice.

Temporary Restriction from Participation in Physical Education

In accordance with policies at EHAB, EHAC, EHBG, and FFA, the district will ensure that

students in middle and junior high school will engage in 30 minutes of moderate or vigorous

physical activity per day for at least four semesters.

Physical Education (PE) Substitutions

The board of trustees for Canadian Independent School District has approved a program that
allows students the ability to earn physical education credit through approved activity
substitutions in middle school. This activity, and related participation, must be certified by the
superintendent to be of high quality and well supervised by appropriately trained instructors.
Student participation in the activity must entail at least five hours per week and students may
not be dismissed from any part of the regular school day. Students will receive a half credit of
physical activity upon completion of each semester, as documented by the provider and
approved by the principal.

Medicine at School (All Grade Levels)

If a student must take medication during schoolhour s, the studentés parent
medi cation. Al medi cation, whether prescription
office and be administered by the nurse or another authorized district employee. A student may

be authorized to possess his or her own medication because of asthma or a severe allergy as

described below or as otherwise allowed by law.

The district will not purchase nonprescription medication to give to a student. In accordance with
policy FFAC, authorized employees may administer:

9 Prescription medication in the original, properly labeled container, provided by the parent,
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along with a written request.

9 Prescription medication from a properly labeled unit dosage container filled by a registered
nurse or another qualified district employee from the original, properly labeled container.

1 Nonprescription medication in the original, properly labeled container, provided by the parent
along with a written request. Note: Insect repellant is considered a nonprescription
medication.

T Herbal or dietary supplements provided by the
individualized education program (IEP) or Section 504 plan for a student with disabilities.

Asthma and Severe Allergic Reactions

A student with asthma or severe allergic reaction (anaphylaxis) may possess and use

prescribed asthma or anaphylaxis medication at school or school-related events only if he or

she has written authorization from his or her parent and a physician or other licensed health-

care provider. The student must also demonstrate to his or her health-care provider and the

school nurse the ability to use the prescribed medication, including any device required to

administer the medication.

If the student has been prescribed asthma or anaphylaxis medication for use during the school

day, the student and parents should discuss this with the school nurse or principal.

Steroids (Secondary Grade Levels Only)

State law prohibits students from possessing, dispensing, delivering, or administering an

anabolic steroid. Anabolic steroids are for physician-prescribed medical use only.

Body building, muscle enhancement, or the increase of muscle bulk or strength through the use

of an anabolic steroid or human growth hormone by a healthy student is not a valid medical use

and is a criminal offense.

Mental Health Support (All Grade Levels)

The district has implemented programs to address the following mental health, behavioral

health, and substance abuse concerns:

or substance abuse, the district has procedures

A district employee who is a registered nurse, an advanced nurse practitioner, a physician, or a
certified or credentialed mental health professional can recommend that a student be evaluated
by an appropriate medical practitioner, if appropriate.

Physical Health Screenings / Examinations
Athletics Participation (Secondary Grade Levels Only)

For certain extracurricular activities, a student must submit certification from an authorized
health-care provider. The certification must state that the student has been examined and is
physically able to participate in the relevant program, including:

1 A district athletics program.
9 District marching band.

9 Any district extracurricular program identified by the superintendent.
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This examination is required in the first year of middle school competition and the first and third
years of high school competition. During the alternate years, the student must complete a
medical appraisal form, and the results of this appraisal may prompt the district to require a
physical examination.

Students should be aware of the rare possibility of sudden cardiac arrest, which in athletes is
usually caused by a previously unsuspected heart disease or disorder. A student may request
an electrocardiogram (ECG or EKG) to screen for such disorders, in addition to his or her
required physical examination.

Spinal Screening Program

School-based spinal screening helps identify adolescents with abnormal spinal curvature at an
early stage, when the curve is mild and may go unnoticed. Early detection is key to controlling
spinal deformities. Spinal screening is non-invasive and conducted in accordance with the most
recent, nationally accepted and peer-reviewed standards.

All students who meet the Texas Department of State Health Services criteria will be screened
for abnormal spinal curvature before the end of the school year. As appropriate, students will be
referred for follow-up with their physician.

Homework (All Grade Levels)

The school district views homework as an important, integral component of the learning
process. The desired behavioral outcomes are the development of responsibility, self-discipline,
and organizational skills. The primary reasons for homework are the reinforcement and
extension of concepts learned at school, practice in study skills, increased fluency and
comprehension in reading, and application of processes to enhance higher level thinking skills.

For high school students, homework is a necessary extension of the classroom. It is impossible
for teachers to cover the content necessary to adequately prepare students for the next level of
high school study or for the requirements of college study without requiring students to do
homework outside of the classroom. Teachers should adhere to the following guidelines stated
in the C.I1.S.D. Homework Policy:

f Homework assignments shall be designed to accomplish a definite instructional purpose.

1 Homework assignments shall be graded or checked for completion.

1 Homework assignments shall be an extension or practice of prior learning in the
classroom.

1 Homework assignments shall be clearly and thoroughly explained by the teacher.

1 Communication between home and school regarding homework is important.

Additionally, teachers should give consideration to time requirements for homework
recognizing that students in high school are often assigned homework in several classes

each day. Expectations must be realistic, and students should not feel overwhelmed by
homework requirements.

Law Enforcement Agencies (All Grade Levels)
Questioning of Students

When law enforcement officers or other lawful authorities wish to question or interview a student
at school, the principal will cooperate fully regarding the conditions of the interview, including
without parental consent, if necessary, if it is part of a child abuse investigation. In other
circumstances, the principal will:

1 Verify and record the identity of the officer or other authority and ask for an explanation of
the need to question the student at school.

1 Ordinarily make reasonable efforts to notify the parents, unless the interviewer raises what
the principal considers to be a valid objection.

9 Ordinarily be present for the questioning or interview, unless the interviewer raises what the
principal considers to be a valid objection.

Students Taken into Custody

State law requires the district to permit a student to be taken into legal custody:
1 Tocomply with an order of the juvenile court.

Notification of Law Violations

The district is required by state law to notify:

91 Allinstructional and support personnel who have responsibility for supervising a student who
has been taken into custody, arrested, or referred to the juvenile court for any felony offense
or for certain misdemeanors.

All instructional and support personnel who have regular contact with a student who has been
convicted, received deferred prosecution, received deferred adjudication, or was adjudicated for
delinquent conduct for any felony offense or certain misdemeanors that occur in school, on school
property, or at a school-sponsored or school-related activity on or off school property. These
personnel will also be notified if the principal has reasonable grounds to believe the student has
engaged in certain conduct.

1 All appropriate district personnel regarding a student who is required to register as a sex
offender.

Leaving Campus (All Grade Levels)

Remember that student attendance is crucial. Appointments should be scheduled outside of
school hours if possible. Absent extenuating circumstances, students will not regularly be
released before the end of the school day.

State rules require parental consent before any student leaves campus for any part of the
school day.

For students in elementary and middle school, a parent or authorized adult must come to the
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office and show identification to sign the student out. A campus representative will ask the

student to report to the office. For safety purposes and stability of the learning environment, we

cannot allow any unescorted adult to go to the classroom or other area to pick up the student. If

the student returns to campus the same day, the parent or authorized adult must sign the

student back in throughthemai n of fi ce upon the studentds return
reason for the absence will also be required.

st ud eeed td leave campus. A phone call from the parent may be accepted, but the school

may ultimately require a note for documentation purposes. The student must sign out through

the main office and sign in upon his or her return if the student returns the same day.

If a student becomes ill during the school day and the school nurse or other district personnel
determines that the student should go home, the n
document the parentds wishes regarding release fr.

Unless the parent directs district personnel to release the student unaccompanied, the parent or
other authorized adult must follow the sign-out procedures listed above. If a student is permitted
by his or her parent to leave campus unaccompanied, the nurse will document the time of day
the student was released. Under no circumstances will a student in elementary or middle school
be released unaccompanied.

If a student is 19 years of age or is an emancipated minor, the student may sign him- or herself
out of school. Documentation regarding the reason for the absence will be required.

During Lunch

Students in grades 9-12 are permitted to leave campus during the lunch period. Students are
required to return to class, on time, at the end of the lunch period. Parents are required to sign
the students out in the office if the student is not returning after lunch for reasons that may
include appointment or iliness. Abuse of the open-campus lunch privilege may result in
temporary or permanent loss of this privilege to the student.

At Any Other Time during the School Day

Students are not authorized to leave campus during regular school hours for any other reason,
except with the permission of the principal.

Students who leave campus in violation of these rules will be subject to disciplinary action in
accordance with the Student Code of Conduct.

Lost and Found (All Grade Levels)

A lost and found collection box is located in the campus office. A student who loses an item
should check the lost and found box. The district discourages bringing personal items of high
monetary value to school, as the district is not responsible for lost or stolen items. The campus
will dispose of lost and found items at the end of each semester.

Makeup Work
Makeup Work Because of Absence (All Grade Levels)

A teacher may assign makeup work to a student who misses class based on instructional
objectives and the needs of the student in mastering the essential knowledge and skills or
meeting subject or course requirements.

The student will be responsible for obtaining and completing the makeup work within the time
specified by the teacher. A student who does not make up assigned work within the time allotted
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by the teacher will receive a grade of zero for the assignment.

The student is encouraged to speak with his or her teacher if the student knows of an absence

ahead of time so that the teacher and student may plan any makeup work. Please remember

the importance of student attendance at school and that, even though absences may be

excused or unexcused, all absences account for the 90 percent threshold regarding the state

A student involved in an extracurricular activity must notify his or her teachers ahead of time
about any absences.

A student will be permitted to make up tests and turn in projects due in any class missed
because of absence.

The district may
provide the opportunity by any method available, including a correspondence course, another
distance learning option, or summer school. The district will not charge the student for any
method of completion provided by the district.

Pledges of Allegiance and a Minute of Silence (All Grade Levels)

Each school day, students will recite the Pledge of Allegiance to the U.S. flag and the Pledge of
Allegiance to the Texas flag. Parents may submit a written request to the principal to excuse
their child from reciting a pledge. [See Reciting the Pledges to the U.S. and Texas Flags on
page 25.]

State law requires that one minute of silence follow recitation of the pledges. Each student may
choose to reflect, pray, meditate, or engage in any other silent activity during that minute so long
as the silent activity does not interfere with or distract others.

In addition, state law requires that each campus provide for the observance of one minute of
silence in remembrance of those who lost their lives on September 11, 2001, at the beginning of
the first-class period when September 11 falls on a regular school day.

Prayer (All Grade Levels)
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Each student has a right to pray individually, voluntarily, and silently or to meditate in school in a
manner that does not disrupt school activities. The school will not encourage, require, or coerce
a student to engage in or refrain from such prayer or meditation during any school activity.

Promotion and Retention

A student will be promoted only on the basis of academic achievement or proficiency. In making
promotion decisions, the district will consider:

1 Teacher recommendation,

1 Grades,

I Scores on criterion-referenced or state-mandated assessments, and

1 Any other necessary academic information as determined by the district.

In addition, at certain grade levels a studentd with limited exceptionsd will be required to pass
the State of Texas Assessments of Academic Readiness (STAAR) if the student is enrolled in a
public Texas school on any day between January 1 and the date of the first administration of the
STAAR.

Elementary and Middle/Junior High-Grade Levels

In grades 1-5, promotion to the next grade level shall be based on an overall average of 70 on
a scale of 100 based on course-level, grade level standards (essential knowledge and skills) for
all subject areas and a grade of 70 or above in language arts and mathematics.

In grade 6-8, promotion to the next grade level shall be based on an overall average on a scale
of 100 based on course-level, grade-level standards (essential knowledge and skills) for all
subject areas and a grade of 70 or above in three of the following areas: English language
arts/reading (combined average if courses are separate), mathematics, science, and social
studies.

In order to be promoted to grade 6, students enrolled in grade 5 must perform satisfactorily on
the mathematics and reading sections of the grade 5 assessment in English or Spanish.

In order to be promoted to grade 9, students enrolled in grade 8 must perform satisfactorily on
the mathematics and reading sections of the grade 8 assessment in English.

If a student in grade 5 or 8 is enrolled in a course that earns high school credit and for which an
end-of-course (EOC) assessment will be administered, the student will not be subject to the
promotion requirements described above for the relevant grade 5 or 8 assessment. The
student will instead take the corresponding EOC assessment.

If a student in grades 3-8 is enrolled in a class or course intended for students above his or her
current grade level in which the student will be administered a state mandated assessment, the
student will be required to take an applicable state mandated assessment only for the course in
which he or she is enrolled, unless otherwise required to do so by federal law.

Eighth grade students taking Algebra | will be required to take the Algebra | EOC to earn credit
but will not be required to take the Grade 8 STAAR Mathematics assessment.

Eighth grade students taking Integrated Physics and Chemistry (IPC) will be required to take
the Grade 8 STAAR Science assessment. IPC currently does not require an EOC assessment.
[See Standardized Testing on page 87.]
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A student in grades 5 or 8 will have two additional opportunities to take a failed assessment. If
a student fails a second time, a grade placement committee, consisting of the principal or

\

designee, the teacher, and the studentdos parent,

the student will receive. After a third failed attempt, the student will be retained; however, the
parent can appeal this decision to the committee. In order for the student to be promoted,
based on standards previously established by the district, the decision of the committee must
be unanimous, and the student must complete additional special instruction before beginning
the next grade level. Whether the student is retained or promoted, an educational plan for the
student will be designed to enable the student to perform at grade level by the end of the next
school year. [See policy EIE.]

Certain studentsd some with disabilities and some classified as English language learnersd
may be eligible for exemptions, accommodations, or deferred testing. An admission, review
and dismissal (ARD) committee meeting will be convened if a student receiving special
education services in grade 5 or 8 fails to meet satisfactory performance after the first STAAR
admissions in reading or math. For more information, see the principal, school counselor, or
special education director.

Parents of a student at any grade level at or above grade 3 who does not perform satisfactorily
on his or her state-mandated examinations, will be notified that their child will participate in
special instructional programs designed to improve performance. The student may be required
to participate in this instruction before or after school hours or outside of the normal school
year. Failure of a student to attend these programs may result in violations of required school
attendance as well as the student not being promoted to the next grade level.

A Personal Graduation Plan (PGP) will be prepared for any student at the middle school or
junior high level who did not perform satisfactorily on a state-mandated assessment or is
determined by the district as not likely to earn a high school diploma before the fifth school year
following enrollment in grade 9. The PGP will be designed and implemented by a school
counselor, teacher, or other staff member designated by the principal. The plan will, among
otherit e ms , identify the studentbés educational
expectations for the student and outline an intensive instruction program for the student. [For
additional information, see the school counselor or principal and policy EIF (LEGAL).] For a

High School Grade Level Courses

To earn credit in a course for high school credit, a student must receive a grade of at least 70
based on course-level or grade-level standards.

Students will also have multiple opportunities to retake EOC assessments. [See Standardized
Testing on page 87 for more information about EOC assessments.]

PROMOTION CEREMONY

Canadian I.S.D. conducts an 8" grade promotion ceremony at the end of the school year for
students who have completed the requirements for promotion to the 9'" grade.

To participate in the promotion ceremony, students must meet the following standards:

1 Overall average of 70 or above;

1 Average of 70 or above in three of the four core subjects (English, mathematics,
science, and social studies);

A student that has not met the state and local credit requirements will not be allowed to
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participate in the promotion ceremony.

Students that have met all state and local credit requirements but have not satisfactorily met

standards for the STAAR assessment for math and reading, shall be allowed to participate in

the promotion ceremonies and shal.ll receive a fAcer:
subsequent administrations of the STAAR assessments, the student meets the satisfactory

standards, the student will then be issued a promotion certificate or diploma.

During the promotion ceremonies there will be no distinction between those students that
receive a promotion certificate and a certificate of completion.

Students are only allowed to participate in the eighth-grade promotion ceremony one time at
CMS.

The district may communicate academic information about a student electronically, including for
progress reporting purposes. An electronic signature will be accepted by the district, but parents
are entitled to request a handwritten signature of acknowledgment instead.

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Safety (All Grade Levels)

Student safety on campus, at school-related events, and in district vehicles is a high priority of
the district. The cooperation of students is essential to ensuring school safety. A student is
expected to:

1 Follow all behavioral standards in this handbook and the Student Code of Conduct or set by
district employees.

1 Remain alert to any safety hazards, such as intruders on campus or threats made by any
person toward a student or staff member, and promptly report any incidents to a district
employee.

1 Know emergency evacuation routes and signals.

1 Follow immediately the instructions of teachers, bus drivers, and other district employees
who are overseeing the welfare of students.

Accident Insurance

CISD has supplemental insurance coverage on all students while at school or at school events.
This insurance is not intended to be primary coverage. Soon after the school year begins,
parents will have the opportunity to purchase low-cost accident insurance that would help meet
medical expenses in the event of injury to their child.

Insurance for Career and Technical Education (CTE) Programs

The district may purchase accident, liability, or automobile insurance coverage for students and
businesses involved in the districtdos CTE program

Preparedness Drills: Evacuation, Severe Weather, and Other Emergencies

From time to time, students, teachers, and other district employees will participate in
preparedness drills of emergency procedures. When the command is given or alarm is
sounded, students need to follow the direction of teachers or others in charge quickly, quietly,
and in an orderly manner.

Students in grades 77 12 will annually be offered instruction on the use of bleeding control
stations to respond to traumatic injury. For more information, see Homeland Secur i t y6s St op
Bleed and Stop the Bleed Texas.

Preparedness Training: CPR and Stop the Bleed

The district will annually offer instruction in CPR at least once to students enrolled in in grades
771 12. The instruction can be provided as part of any course and is not required to result in CPR
certification.

Emergency Medical Treatment and Information
7 All parents are asked each year to complete a medical care authorization form providing written
parental consent to obtain emergency treatment and information about allergies to medications or
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drugs. Parents should contact the school nurse to update emergency care information (name of
doctor, emergency phone numbers, allergies, etc.).

The district may consent to medical treatment, which includes dental
treatment, if necessary, for a student if:

A The district has received written authorizatio
right to consent.

A That person cannot be contacted:; and

A That person has acualtnoticeitonhe nonttady.e di st ri ct

The emergency care authorization form will be used by the district when a
studentds parent or authorized designee is wunabl
may provide consent if authorized by law or court order.

Regardless of parental authorization for the district to consent to medical
treatment, district employees will contact emergency medical services to
provide emergency care when required by law or when deemed necessary,
such as to avoid a life-threatening situation.

Emergency School Closing Information

Each year, parents are asked to complete an emergency release form to provide contact
information in the event that the district needs to notify parents of early dismissal, delayed
opening, or restricted access to a campus because of severe weather, a security threat, or
another emergency cause.

The district will rely on contact information on file with the district to communicate with parents in
an emergency situation, which may include real-time or automated messages. It is crucial to

Pest Management Plan (All Grade Levels)

The district is required to follow integrated pest management (IPM) procedures to control pests
on school grounds. Although the district strives to use the safest and most effective methods to
manage pests, including a variety of non-chemical control measures, periodic indoor and

outdoor pesticide use is sometimes necessary to ensure a safe, pest-free school environment.

All pesticides used are registered for their intended use by the U.S. Environmental Protection
Agency and are applied only by certified pesticide applicators. Except in an emergency, signs
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will be posted 48 hours before indoor application. All outdoor applications will be posted at the
time of treatment, and signs will remain until it is safe to enter the area.

Conduct Before and After School (All Grade Levels)

Teachers and administrators have full authority over student conduct at before- or after-school
activities. Whether a school activity is on or off district premises, students are subject to the
same rules of conduct that apply during the instructional day. Misbehavior will be subject to
consequences established by the Student Code of Conduct or any stricter standards of behavior
established by the sponsor for extracurricular participants.

Library (All Grade Levels)

The library is open for independent student use during the following times with a teacher permit:
The library is a learning laboratory with books, magazines, and other materials available for
classroom assignments, projects, and reading or listening pleasure. The library is open for
student use during the school day with a written teacher permit or with the supervision of a
teacher.

Use of Hallways during Class Time (All Grade Levels)

During class times, loitering or standing in the halls is not permitted, and a student must have a
hall pass to be outside the classroom for any purpose. Failure to obtain a pass will result in
disciplinary action in accordance with the Student Code of Conduct.

Use by Students Before and After School (All Grade Levels)

Certain areas of the school will be accessible to students before and after school for specific
purposes. Students are required to remain in the area where their activity is scheduled to take
place.

Teachers and administrators have full authority over student conduct at before- or after-school
activities on district premises and at school-sponsored events off district premises, such as play
rehearsals, club meetings, athletic practices, and special study groups or tutorials. Students are
subject to the same rules of conduct that apply during the instructional day and will be subject to
consequences established by the Student Code of Conduct or any stricter standards of behavior
established by the sponsor for extracurricular participants.

Unless the teacher or sponsor overseeing an activity gives permission, a student will not be
permitted to go to another area of the building or campus.

Students must leave campus immediately after dismissal of school in the afternoon, unless the
student is involved in an activity under the supervision of a teacher or other authorized
employee or adult.

Meetings of Noncurricular-Related Groups (Secondary Grade Levels Only)
Student-organized, student-led noncurricular-related groups are permitted to meet during the
hours designated by the principal before and after school. These groups must comply with the
requirements of policy FNAB(LOCAL).

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School-Sponsored Field Trips (All Grade Levels)

The district periodically takes students on field trips for educational purposes.
A parent must provide permission for a student to participate in a field trip.

The district may ask the parentto providei nf or mati on about a studentds
insurance coverage and may also ask the parent to sign a waiver allowing for emergency

medical treatment in the case of a student accident or illness during the field trip.

The district may require a fee for student participation in a field trip to cover expenses such as
transportation, admission, and meals; however, a student will not be denied participation because of
financial need. The district is not responsible for refunding fees paid directly to a third-party vendor.

Searches
Searches in General (All Grade Levels)

In the interest of promoting student safety and drug-free schools, district officials may
occasionally conduct searches.

District officials may search students, their belongings, and their vehicles in accordance with law
and district policy. Searches of students will be conducted without discrimination, based on, for
example, reasonable suspicion or voluntary consent or pursuant to district policy providing for
suspicion less security procedures, including the use of metal detectors.

In accordance with the Student Code of Conduct, students are responsible for prohibited items
found in their possession, including items in their personal belongings or in vehicles parked on
district property.

I f there is reasonabl e suspicion to believe that
vehicle will reveal evidence of a violation of the Student Code of Conduct, a district official may
conduct a search in accordance with law and district regulations.

District Property (All Grade Levels)

Desks, lockers, district-provided technology, and similar items are the property of the district and
are provided for student use as a matter of convenience. District property is subject to search or
inspection at any time without notice. Students have no expectation of privacy in district

Students are responsible for any item found in district property provided to the student that is
prohibited by law, district policy, or the Student Code of Conduct.

Metal Detectors (All Grade Levels)

Tomaintain a safe and disciplined learning environment, the district reserves the right to subject
students to metal detector searches when entering a district campus and at off-campus, school-
sponsored activities.

Telecommunications and Other Electronic Devices (All Grade Levels)

Use of district-owned equipment and its network systems is not private and will be monitored by
the district. [See policy CQ for more information.]

Any searches of personal electronic devices will be conducted in accordance with law, and the
device may be confiscated to perform a lawful search. A confiscated device may be turned over
to law enforcement to determine whether a crime has been committed.

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Trained Dogs (All Grade Levels)

The district may use trained dogs to screen for concealed, prohibited items, including drugs and
alcohol. Screenings conducted by trained dogs will not be announced in advance. The dogs will
not be used with students, but students may be asked to leave personal belongings in an area
that is going to be screened, such as a classroom, a locker, or a vehicle. If a dog alerts to an
item or an area, it may be searched by district officials. [See Steroids on page 68.]

Vehicles on Campus (Secondary Grade Levels Only)

If a vehicle subject to search is locked, the student will be asked to unlock the vehicle. If the

may contact law enforcement even if permission to search is granted.

Special Programs (All Grade Levels)

The district provides special programs for gifted and talented students, students who are
homeless, students in foster care, bilingual students, migrant students, English learners,
students diagnosed with dyslexia, and students with disabilities. The coordinator of each
program can answer questions about eligibility requirements, as well as programs and services
offered in the district or by other organizations. A student or parent with questions about these
programs should contact James Bryant at (806)323-5373.

If a student does not perform satisfactorily on an EOC, the district will provide accelerated
instruction. Failure of a student to attend accelerated instruction may result in violations of
required school attendance.

STAAR Alternate 2 is available for eligible students receiving special education services who

meet certain state-e st abl i shed criteria as determined by the
STAAR Spanish is available for eligible students for whom a Spanish version of STAAR is the

most appropriate measure of their academic progress.
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High School Courses - End-of-Course (EOC) Assessment for Students in Grade 8

Algebral

Eighth grade students taking Algebra | will be required to take the Algebra | EOC assessment.
Satisfactory performance on the Algebra | EOC is required for the student to receive high
school credit. A student who does not achieve the minimum required score on the Algebra |
EOC will be required to retake the assessment.

There are three testing windows during the year in which a student may take an
EOC assessment, which will occur during the fall, spring, and summer months.
If a student does not meet satisfactory performance, the student will have
additional opportunities to retake the assessment

Students in Foster Care (All Grade Levels)

In an effort to provide educational stability, the district will provide enrollment and registration
assistance, as well as other educational services

Summer School (All Grade Levels)

When students at Canadian High School do not meet the requirements to receive credit for a
class, CISD has the option to offer credit recovery based on the circumstances. Students who
did not meet the minimum performance standard on any End-of-Course exam(s) are required
to also attend preparation/remediation sessions with school staff prior to the summer test
administration. Check with the school counselor for details.
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Tardies (All Grade Levels)

Students who report to class after the tardy bell rings should be sent to the office for a pass and

for possible assignment to detention or given another appropriate consequence. If a student is

detained by a teacher at the end of a class period, the teacher should write a pass to the next

class explaining the reason for the studentods tar.
in a class for a semester will count as one unexcused absence for semester exam exemption

purposes. Students more than 10 minutes late to class will be charged with an absence.

Textbooks, Electronic Textbooks, Technological Equipment, and Other
Instructional Materials (All Grade Levels)

The district provides textbooks and other approved instructional materials to students free of
charge for each subject or class. Students must treat any books with care and place covers on
them, as directed by the teacher. The district may also provide electronic textbooks and
technological equipment to students, depending on course objectives.

If a student needs a graphing calculator for a course and the district does not provide one, the
student may use a calculator application with graphing capabilities on a phone, laptop, tablet, or
other computing device.

A student who is issued a damaged item should report the damage to the teacher.

Any student who does not return an item or returns an item in an unacce ptable condition loses
the right to free textbooks and technological equipment until the item is returned or the damage
is paid for by the parent. However, the student will be provided the necessary instructional
resources and equipment for use at school during the school day.

Transfers (All Grade Levels)

The principal is authorized to transfer a student from one classroom to another.
The superintendent is authorized to investigate and approve transfers between schools.

Transportation (All Grade Levels)
School-Sponsored Trips

Students who participate in school-sponsored trips are required to use school-provided
transportation to and from the event. However, in accordance with campus procedures, a parent
may provide written consent for his or her child to ride with or be released after the event to the
parent or another adult designated by the parent. [See School-sponsored Field Trips on page
96.]

Buses and Other School Vehicles
The district makes school bus transportation available to all students living two or more miles

from school and to any students who are experiencing homelessness. This service is provided
at no cost to students.

Bus routes and stops will be designated annually. Any subsequent changes will be posted at the
school and on the distri ctriverandalllpassengers, stddlents t he saf |
must board district vehicles only at authorized stops and drivers must unload passengers only at
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authorized stops. Further information may be obtained by calling the Transportation Director at

Students are expected to assist district staff in ensuring that buses and other district
vehicles are clean and safe. When riding in district vehicles, students are held to
behavioral standards established in this handbook and the Student Code of Conduct.

Misconduct will be punished in accordance with the Student Code of Conduct, including loss of
the privilege to ride in a district vehicle.

Vandalism (All Grade Levels)

Littering, defacing, or damaging school property is not tolerated. Students will be required to pay
for damages they cause and will be subject to criminal proceedings as well as disciplinary
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consequences in accordance with the Student Code of Conduct.

Video Cameras (All Grade Levels)

For safety purposes, the district uses video and audio recording equipment to monitor student
behavior, including on buses and in common areas on campus. Students will not be told when
the equipment is being used.

The principal will review the video and audio recordings as needed and document student
misconduct. Discipline will be in accordance with the Student Code of Conduct.

In accordance with state law, a parent of a student who receives special education services, a
staff member (as this term is defined by law), a principal or assistant principal, or the board may
make a written request for the district to place video and audio recording equipment in certain
self-contained special education classrooms. The district will provide notice before placing a
video camera in a classroom or other setting in which a child receives special education
services. For more information or to request the installation and operation of this equipment,
speak with the principal or superintendent who the district has designated to coordinate the
implementation of and compliance with this law.

Visitors to the School (All Grade Levels)

General Visitors

Parents and others are welcome to visit district schools. For the safety of those within the school
and to avoid disruption of instructional time, all visitors must first report to the main office and
comply with all applicable district policies and procedures. All visitors should be prepared to
show identification.

Individuals may visit classrooms during instructional time only with approval of the principal and
teacher. Visitors may not interfere with instruction or disrupt the normal school environment.

All visitors are expected to demonstrate the highest standards of courtesy and conduct.
Disruptive behavior or violations of student privacy will not be permitted. Students
from other schools are not allowed to visit classes at CHS without prior approval
of the principal.

Unauthorized Persons

In accordance with Education Code 37.105, a school administrator, school resource officer
(SRO), or district police officer has the authority to refuse entry to or eject a person from district
property if the person refuses to leave peaceably on request and:

1 The person poses a substantial risk of harm to any person; or

1 The person behaves in a manner that is inappropriate for a school setting and persists in the
behavior after being given a verbal warning that the behavior is inappropriate and may result
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in refusal of entry or ejection.

Appeals regarding refusal of entry or ejection from district property may be filed in accordance
with policies FNG(LOCAL) or GF(LOCAL).

Business, Civic, and Youth Groups

The district may invite representatives from patriotic societies listed in Title 36 of the United
States Code to present information to interested students about membership in the society.

Career Day

On High School Career Day, the district invites representatives from colleges and
universities and other higher education institutions, prospective employers, and military
recruiters to present information to interested students.

Volunteers (All Grade Levels)

The district invites and appreciates the efforts of volunteers who are willing to serve our district
and students.

If you are interested in volunteering, please contact James Bryant 323-5373 for more
information and to complete an application.

The district does not require state criminal history background checks for volunteers who are
parents, guardians, or grandparents of a child enrolled in the district.

Subject to exceptions in accordance with state law and district procedures, other volunteers will
be subject to a state criminal history background check, and the volunteer must pay all costs for
the background check.

Voter Registration (Secondary Grade Levels Only)

A student who is eligible to vote in any local, state, or federal election may obtain a voter
registration application at the main campus office.

Withdrawing from School (All Grade Levels)

Towithdraw a student under age 18 from school, the parent or guardian must submit a written
request to the principal specifying the reasons for withdrawal and the final day the student will
be in attendance. Withdrawal forms are avail able -

A student who is age 18 or older, who is married, or who has been declared by a court to be an
emancipated minor may withdraw without parental signature.

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Glossary

Accelerated instruction is an intensive supplemental program designed to help an individual
student acquire the knowledge and skills required at his or her grade level. It is required when a
student does not meet the passing standard on a state-mandated assessment.

ACT, or the American College Test, is one of the two most frequently used college or university
admissions examinations. The test may be required for admission to certain colleges or
universities.

ACT-Aspire is designed as a preparatory and readiness assessment for the ACT. This is
usually taken by students in grade 10.

ARD stands for admission, review, and dismissal. The ARD committee convenes for each
student who is identified as needing a full and individual evaluation for special education
services. The eligible student and his or her parents are members of the committee.

Attendance review committeei s responsible for reviewing a stud
studentds attendance drops below 90 percent, or i |
class is offered. Under guidelines adopted by the board, the committee will determine whether

there were extenuating circumstances for the absences and whether the student needs to

complete certain conditions to master the course and regain credit or a final grade lost because

of absences.

CPS stands for Child Protective Services.

DAEP stands for disciplinary alternative education program, a placement for students who have
violated certain provisions of the Student Code of Conduct.

DFPS stands for the Texas Department of Family and Protective Services.
DPS stands for the Texas Department of Public Safety.

EOC (end-of-course) assessments are state-mandated and are part of the STAAR program.
Successful performance on EOC assessments are required for graduation. These examinations
will be given in English |, English II, Algebra I, Biology, and U.S. History.

ESSA is the federal Every Student Succeeds Act.

FERPA refers to the federal Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act, which grants specific

privacy protections to student records. The law contains certain exceptions, such as for
directory information, unl ess a studentds parent
school not to release directory information.

IEP stands for individualized education program and is the written record prepared by the ARD
committee for a student with disabilities who is eligible for special education services. .

IGC is the individual graduation committee, formed in accordance with state law, to determine a
studentds eligibilit ynthaofailedtoaemormstrae satidiaetary t he st ude
performance on no more than two of the required state assessments.

ISS refers to in-school suspension, a disciplinary technique for misconduct found in the Student
Code of Conduct. Although different from out-of-school suspension and placement in a DAEP,
ISS removes the student from the regular classroom.

PGP stands for personal graduation plan, which is required for high school students and for any
student in middle school who fails a section on a state-mandated test or is identified by the
district as not likely to earn a high school diploma before the fifth school year after he or she
begins grade 9.
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PSAT is the preparatory and readiness assessment for the SAT. It also serves as the basis for
the awarding of National Merit Scholarships.

SAT refers to the Scholastic Aptitude Test, one of the two most frequently used college or
university admissions examinations. The test may be required for admissions to certain colleges
or universities.

SHAC stands for School Health Advisory Council, a group of at least five members, a majority of

whom must be parents, appointed by the school board to help ensure that local community

values and health issues are refl eddngadwellas t he di s
assist with other student and employee wellness issues.

Section 504 is the federal law that prohibits discrimination against a student with a disability,
requiring schools to provide opportunities for equal services, programs, and participation in
activities. Unless the student is determined to be eligible for special education services under
the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA), general education with appropriate
instructional accommodations will be provided.

STAARi s the State of Texas Assessments of Academic
standardized academic achievement assessments.

STAAR Alternate 2 is an alternative state-mandated assessment designed for students with
severe cognitive disabilities receiving special education services who meet the participation
requirements, as determined by the studentds ARD

STAAR Spanish is an alternative state-mandated assessment administered to eligible students
for whom a Spanish version of STAAR is the most appropriate measure of their academic
progress.

State-mandated assessments are required of students at certain grade levels and in specified
subjects. Except under limited circumstances, students must perform successfully on some
state-mandated assessments to be promoted and students must pass the STAAR EOC
assessments to graduate. Students have multiple opportunities to take the tests, if necessary,
for promotion or graduation.

Student Code of Conduct is developed with the advice of the district-level committee and

adopted by the board and identifies the circumstances, consistent with law, when a student may

be removed from a classroom, campus, or district vehicle; sets out the conditions that authorize

or require the principal or another administrator to place the student in a DAEP; and outlines

conditions for out-of-school suspension and for expulsion. The Student Code of Conduct also
addresses notice to the parent regarding a studen:

TAC stands for the Texas Administrative Code.

TEA stands for the Texas Education Agency, which oversees primary and secondary public
education in Texas.

TELPAS stands for the Texas English Language Proficiency Assessment System, which
assesses the progress that English learners make in learning the English language and is
administered for those who meet the participation requirements in kindergarteni grade 12.

TSI stands for the Texas Success Initiative, an assessment designed to measure the reading,
mathematics, and writing skills that entering college-level freshmen students should have if they
are to be successful in undergraduate programs in Texas public colleges and universities.

TXVSN stands for the Texas Virtual School Network, which provides online courses for Texas
students to supplement the instructional programs of public-school districts. Courses are taught

by qualified instructors and are equivalent in rigor and scope to a course taught in a traditional

UIL refers to the University Interscholastic League, the statewide, voluntary nonprofit
organization that oversees educational extracurricular academic, athletic, and music contests.
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Appendix 1

Parent Statement Prohibiting Corporal Punishment

A parent has the responsibility of submitting a signed statement to the principal each year if he
or she chooses to prohibit the use of corporal punishment with his or her child. A parent may
reinstate permission to use corporal punishment at any time during the school year by
submitting a signed statement to the principal. Corporal punishment will be administered in
accordance with the law, district policy, and the Student Code of Conduct (SCOC). [See FO and
the SCOC]

Corporal punishment will be administered as soon as possible after an offense and will not be
administered in anger. The principal or a designee may choose not to use corporal punishment
even if the parent has requested its use. Any use of corporal punishment will be documented on
a district form. The principal or a designee will inform the parent when corporal punishment is
used. Paddles used for administering corporal punishment will not be generally displayed and
will be under the control of the principal or designee. Corporal punishment will be limited to
spanking or paddling and will consist of an appropriate number of strikes based upon the size,
age, and the physical, mental, and emotional condition of the student. Before corporal
punishment is used, the district may give the student a choice between other disciplinary
measures and corporal punishment.

STUDENT WELFARE: FREEDOM FROM BULLYING FFI(LOCAL)

Note: This policy addresses bullying of District students. For provisions regarding

discrimination and harassment involving District students, see FFH. Note that FFI shall
be used in conjunction with FFH for certain prohibited conduct. For reporting
requirements related to child abuse and neglect, see FFG.

Below is the
text of Canadian |1 SDb6s policy FFI (LOCAL)
finalized for this school year.

BULLYING PROHIBITED

The District prohibits bullying as defined by this policy. Retaliation against anyone involved in
the complaint process is a violation of District policy and is prohibited.

Bullying occurs when a student or group of students engages in written or verbal
expression, expression through electronic means, or physical conduct that occurs on
school property, at a school-sponsored or school-related activity, or in a vehicle operated
by the District and that:

Has the effect or will have the effect of physically harming a student, damaging a

student &8s pr o @studenyin reasonable feaa af hamgtothest udent 6 s

as

person or of damage tar the studentdés property;

Is sufficiently severe, persistent, and pervasive enough that the action or threatcreates
an intimidating, threatening, or abusive educational environment for a student.

This conduct is considered bullying if it:

1. Exploits an imbalance of power between the student perpetrator and the student victim
through written or verbal expression or physical conduct; and
2.1l nterfer es waddacéionar sabstantdabyrdisrdpts the operation of a school.
EXAMPLES

Bullying of a student may include hazing, threats, taunting, teasing, confinement, assault,
demands for money, and destruction of property, theft of valued possessions, name calling,
rumor spreading, or ostracism.

RETALIATION

The District prohibits retaliation by a student or District employee against any person who in
good faith makes a report of bullying, serves as a witness, or participates in an investigation.
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EXAMPLES

Examples of retaliation may include threats, rumor spreading, ostracism, and assault,
destruction of property, unjustified punishments, or unwarranted grade reductions. Unlawful
retaliation does not include petty slights or annoyances.

FALSE CLAIM

A student who intentionally makes a false claim, offers false statements, or refuses to cooperate
with a District investigation regarding bullying shall be subject to appropriate disciplinary action.

TIMELY REPORTING

Reports of bullying shall be made as soon as possible after the alleged act or knowledge of the
all eged act. A failure to immediately report may
address the prohibited conduct.

REPORTING PROCEDURES S TUDENT REPORT

To obtain assistance and intervention, any student who believes that he or she has experienced
bullying or believes that another student has experienced bullying should immediately report the
alleged acts to a teacher, counselor, principal, or other District employee.

EMPLOYEE REPORT

Any District employee who suspects or receives notice that a student or group of students has
or may have experienced bullying shall immediately notify the principal or designee.

REPORT FORMAT

A report may be made orally or in writing. The principal or designee shall reduce any oral
reports to written form.

PROHIBITED CONDUCT

The principal or designee shall determine whether the allegations in the report, if proven, would
constitute prohibited conduct as defined by policy FFH, including dating violence and
harassment or discrimination on the basis of race, color, religion, gender, national origin, or
disability. If so, the District shall proceed under policy FFH. If the allegations could constitute
both prohibited conduct and bullying, the investigation under FFH shall include a determination
on each type of conduct.

INVESTIGATION OF REPORT

The principal or designee shall conduct an appropriate investigation based on the allegations in
the report. The principal or designee shall promptly take interim action calculated to prevent
bullying during the course of an investigation, if appropriate.

CONCLUDING THE INVESTIGATION

Absent extenuating circumstances, the investigation should be completed within ten District
business days from the date of the initial report alleging bullying; however, the principal or

designee shall take additional time if necessary, to complete a thorough investigation. The
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principal or designee shall prepare a final, written report of the investigation. The report shall
include a determination of whether bullying occurred, and if so, whether the victim used
reasonable self- defense. A copy of the report shall be sent to the Superintendent or designee.

NOTICE TO PARENTS

If an incident of bullying is confirmed, the principal or designee shall promptly notify the parents
of the victim and of the student who engaged in bullying.

DISTRICT ACTION BULLYING

If the results of an investigation indicate that bullying occurred, the District shall promptly
respond by taking appropriate disciplinary action
of Conduct and may take corrective action reasonably calculated to address the conduct

DISCIPLINE

A student who is a victim of bullying and who used reasonable self-defense in response to the
bullying shall not be subject to disciplinary action. The discipline of a student with a disability is
subject to applicable state and federal law in addition to the Student Code of Conduct.

CORRECTIVE ACTION

Examples of corrective action may include a training program for the individuals involved in the

complaint, a comprehensive education program for the school community, follow- up inquiries to
determine if any new incidents or any instances of retaliation have occurred, involving parents

and students in efforts to identify problems and improve the school climate, increasing staff
monitoring of areas where bullying has occurred,
bullying.

TRANSFERS
The principal or designee shall refer to FDB for transfer provisions.
COUNSELING

The principal or designee shall notify the victim, the student who engaged in bullying, and any
students who witnessed the bullying of available counseling options.

IMPROPER CONDUCT

If the investigation reveals improper conduct that did not rise to the level of prohibited conduct or
bullying, the District may take action in accordance with the Student Code of Conduct or any
other appropriate corrective action.

CONFIDENTIALITY
To the greatest extent possible, the District shall respect the privacy of the complainant, persons
against whom a report is filed, and witnesses. Limited disclosures may be necessary in order to

conduct a thorough investigation.

APPEAL
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A student who is dissatisfied with the outcome of the investigation may appeal through
FNG(LOCAL), beginning at the appropriate level.

RECORDS RETENTION

Retention of records shall be in accordance with CPC(LOCAL).
